ABOUT THE SESSION: Specific areas in which you need to develop to achieve your

performance objectives, career goals or to improve an aspect of your performance. A personal
development objective could be about developing a specific skill or behavior, or increasing your
knowledge in a particular area. He further spoke about why he was qualified to give the session
wherein he summarized his life experiences transitioning from a salary of few lakhs to
wondering how to pay rent, failed relationships, marriage and parenting, etc. where he did not
give up but kept going. He highlighted the importance of being optimistic even in challenging
situations. The Big Five personality traits, also known as the five factors model (FFM), are a
model based on common language descriptors of personality (lexical hypothesis). These
descriptors are grouped together using a statistical technique called factor analysis (i.e. this
model is not based on scientific experiments). This widely examined theory suggests five broad
dimensions used by some psychologists to describe the human personality and psyche. The five
factors have been defined as openness to experience, conscientiousness, extraversion,

agreeableness, and neuroticism, often listed under the acronyms “OCEAN”.
